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Chateau Beychevelle the "Versailles of the Médoc", could only be estiee to
produce excellent wine. This outstanding 90-hectaneyard, planted on deep, Garonne-
gravel soil, has a winegrowing tradition datingnfrthe Middle Ages. More modern selection,
winemaking, and ageing techniques also contrilaeatds the finished wine's perfection.

Chateau Beychevelle is a Saint-Julien Great Grpwtimbining elegance with
character and finesse with balance. Its lovely,ymda colour, fine structure, and subtle
bouquet have earned this wine a high reputatioowedt the world. Chateau Beychevelle has
been granted the double accreditation of “TerrésVdnd “Sustainable Viticulture”.

Beychevelleis called the "Versailles of the Médoc" as a trébto the chateau's elegant
classical architecture and French gardens.

The chateau's character has been tempered bycémaeies of history in the hands of
several powerful families, influential in the ecomo, political, and cultural life of the
Bordeaux area, and even further afield.

In the reign of the French King Henri lll, Beyclete belonged to the Dukes of
Epernon, starting with the first duke, Jean-LoNisgaret de la Valette, Grand-Admiral of
France and Governor of Provence, then of Guyenreeca@ appreciate how powerful he was
from the fact that ships sailing in front of histate had to lower their sails as a sign of
respect. This is the origin of the name "Beych@&/elvhich means « Baisse Voile » (lower
the sails).

Chateau Beychevells emblem, a ship with a griffon figurehead andwdred sail,
was sculpted in bronze in 1989 by Roberto GnozzfeBsor at the Rome Academy of Fine
Arts. The figurehead is especially appropriate aasording to Greek mythology, a griffon
was the guardian of Dionysos' wine goblet.

Beychevelle's history is a long, rich one. It h&wags been an estate owned by
powerful men.

THE FEUDAL PERIOD

As far back as the Middle Ages, when the land mgda to theCounts de Foix-
Candale the wine of Beychevelle was shipped to Englandnders and the Germanic
countries from the port at the bottom of the gasden

The BishopFrancois de Foix-Candalehad the chateau built in 1565. His niece, wife
of Jean-Louis de Nogaret de la Valettefirst Duke d'Epernon, mignonof King Henri lll
and governor of the province of Guyenne, inheritedchateau.

Their sonBernard de Nogaret de la Valette built the chateau's central part in 1644
and consolidated the vineyard.

In 1661, Henri de Foix-Candale Duke of Randan, took over. He was the happy
owner until 1701.

THE BIRTH OF A GREAT GROWTH

The estate then came into the handdeain-Baptiste d'Abadie Baron of Lamarque
and Beychevelle and President of the Bordeaux @a€nt. He replanted the vineyard after
the terrible 1709 frost.

His nephewEtienne-Francois de Brassieralso Baron of Lamarque and Beychevelle
and Parliamentary Councillor, inherited the domaii717. A lover of wine, he brought the
vineyard up to top form and made maximum use ofctideau's location along the estuary.
He is responsible for building the port at Beychieve

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The new Baron de Beychevell€rancois-Armand de Brassier son of Etienne-
Francois, owned the estate for nearly 40 yearsvéteresponsible for partially rebuilding the
chateau, giving it the appearance which can beradino this day. In 1787, the chateau came
into the possession of Francgois-Armand's sifetphine-Catherine de Brassier Baroness
of Budos and Beychevelle. She somehow managed ittairathe estate in good condition
throughout the French Revolution.

Her daughterMarguerite de Budos Marquise of Saint-Hérem, inherited the estate in

1792. She fought to keep hold of Beychevelle but teasell in 1801 to shipowndacques
Conte

RENEWED QUALITY AND INTERNATIONAL RECOGNITION

More concerned with his ships than his wine chatédonsieur Conte was not
actively involved with running the estate. He silth 1825 toPierre-Francois Guestier a
Bordeaux wine merchant, French peer and mayor iot-Salien. Guestier undertook to give
Beychevelle back the fine reputation it had atlibginning of the century. His efforts were
rewarded with a gold medal in 1866.

In 1875, his heirs sold the estate to a rich Haaisker, Armand Heine, cousin of the
famous German podtleinrich Heine. Heine built the chateau's north wing and continued his
predecessor's efforts to improve quality and replhithe vineyard after phylloxera struck.

Armand Heine died in 1883. His wifMarie-Amélie Kohn, from Louisiana, went on
to look after Beychevelle. An excellent managee stok admirable care of the vineyard.
Madame Kohn was also a philanthropist and builtNtagie-Amélie clinic. She also restored
the chapel at Chateau Beychevelle. In 1890, hegliay Marie-Louise, marriedCharles
Achille-Fould, a member of the French parliament, who took owanaging the chateau.
Despite the many financial difficulties of the @ar20th century, he further enhanced
Beychevelle's reputation and took advantage ohgtaemand and high prices after the First
World War.

After Charles' death, his séwmand gradually became director of the estate while his
mother devoted her time to social activities. Ag-r@nch minister in the early thirties,
Armand Achille-Fould was well-placed to cope with the world crisis. &fthe war, and
helped by his second wife, Elisabeth de Foucaudnafd selected a dynamic team of
workers and received precious advice fiBrofessor Emile Peynaud

Armand's sonAymar Achille-Fould, took over in 1970. French Postmaster General
and member of Parliament, he moved the phone booling facility from the Paris area to
Saint-Laurent-Médoc, thus creating 300 jobs. FalhgwProfessor Peynaud's advice, he
decided to create a second wine in 19A4#niral de Beychevelle

The huge cost of running the estate prompted hinod& for a business partner to
invest in Beychevelle. In 1984, tl@&MF group took a minority shareholding in the chateau
and bought 89 % of the estate whgmmar Achille-Fould died in 1986. The remaining 11 %
belong to the pension fund of tB®CIETE GENERALE bank.

In 1988, theGMF group joined forces with the JapaneS&INTORY company to
createGRANDS MILLESIMES DE FRANCE .

Today GRANDS MILLESIMES DE FRANCE is owned by theASTEL and
SUNTORY Groups.
